When the king of Aram was at war with Israel, he would confer with 
his officers and say, “We will mobilize our forces at such and such a 
place.” 

 

But immediately Elisha, the man of God, would warn the king of 
Israel, “Do not go near that place, for the Arameans are planning to 
mobilize their troops there.” So the king of Israel would send word 
to the place indicated by the man of God. Time and again Elisha 
warned the king, so that he would be on the alert there. 

 

The king of Aram became very upset over this. He called his officers 
together and demanded, “Which of you is the traitor? Who has 
been informing the king of Israel of my plans?”

“Oh, sir, what will we do now?” the young man cried to 
Elisha. 

 

 “Don’t be afraid!” Elisha told him. “For there are more on our side 
 than on theirs!” Then Elisha prayed, “O LORD, open his eyes and let 
 him see!” The LORD opened the young man’s eyes, and when he 
 looked up, he saw that the hillside around Elisha was filled with 
 horses and chariots of fire. 
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 As the Aramean army advanced toward him, Elisha prayed, 
 “O LORD, please make them blind.” So the LORD struck them with 
 blindness as Elisha had asked. 
 

 Then Elisha went out and told them, “You have come the wrong 
 way! This isn’t the right city! Follow me, and I will take you to the 
 man you are looking for.”

New Testament Reading Acts 10:34-48       

Then Peter said to Cornelius, “I see very clearly that God shows no 
favoritism. In every nation He accepts those who fear him and do 
what is right. This is the message of Good News for the people of 
Israel—that there is peace with God through Jesus Christ, who is 
Lord of all.  
 

You know what happened throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee, 
after John began preaching his message of baptism.
