The New Testament Reading Luke 24:1-12

At the crack of dawn on Sunday, the women came to the tomb
carrying the burial spices they had prepared.

They left the tomb and broke the news of all this to the Eleven and
the rest. Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Mary the mother of James, and
the other women with them kept telling these things to the
apostles, but the apostles didn’t believe a word of it, thought they
were making it all up.

He stooped to
look in and saw a few grave clothes, that’s all. He walked away
puzzled, shaking his head.
